Dear Parents,

I hope that you and your families are all keeping safe and well in these challenging
times.

It has been surreal to have had to adapt to Home Learning for you and your
child(ren) and for teachers to be preparing resources for the Home Learning Area of
the website. This has been a very new and different way of working for us all. We
miss our little children so much and actively seek some sort of a return to a new
normal in September, God willing.

In the meantime, because it is the month of June, we are working hard to prepare for
the end of one academic year and the start of another in September.

Some children at the start of the lockdown took various books home with them,

1. Oxford Reading Tree Reading Books (Years 1-7)
2. C.J. Fallon Reading Books (Years 6-7 Pupils)

3. Accelerated Reading Books (Years 3-7)

4. Various English/ Maths Text Books

It is to be noted that workbooks / work sheets need not be returned to school, children
can keep these!
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Sadly our school budget dictates that we cannot permit that our little pupils keep these
books, we do need them back again so that they can be used next year for the classes
coming up.

Each teacher has also written an end of year report for your child as we do every year.

We are requesting that parents have a good search at home and gather up the relevant
books that your child may have had at home. We are asking that you bring these to
school and place them in an allocated box in your child’s classroom.

When you are there, you will be given your child’s end of year report and
accompanying letter which explains the report and also informs you as to who your
child’s teacher will be next year (Except Year 7 of course).

If your child attended Learning Support Classes with Mrs. J. Mc Laughlin (Learning
Support Withdrawal Teacher), a separate little report has been prepared from her too.
This will be given out with the class teacher’s report.

In order to ensure everyone’s safety, we will allocate different days/ times for report
collection and return of books (At the end of this letter).This is to ensure that there is
adequate social distancing and not too many people accessing the school sites at the
same time! We respectfully ask that you do adhere to the time slot given as this
helps us to ensure that there are not too many people accessing the sites at the same
time also. If you have a child in more than one Year Group we advise that you visit
school on the report collection day which is the latest one so that you will be able to
collect all reports and leave all books back on the same day.

For example if you had a child in Year 7 A and one in Year 5 A, you could leave
book return and report collection until Wednesday 17" June when both reports will be
made available for you! Alternatively you can visit school twice if you prefer! If you
